Happy February to everyone!  The month of February is always a transition month.  The winter 

sports are just getting ready to wind down and the summer sports are starting to get organized, 

school changes gearsðfrom work towards final exams and graduation, even the weather 

starts to co-operate and give us the impression that we are going to get warmer sooner rather 

than later. 

The first update for the month of February is the status of the Highway changes that were an-

nounced last fall.  The Minister of Highways and Infrastructure, Mr. Reiter announced, a little 

over a year ago, that the design work would begin for interchanges at Highway #1 and High-

way #46, Highway #1 and Highway #48 and Highway #1 and Pilot Butte turnoff.  The engi-

neers were picked from proposals submitted, and the work commenced to design the Balgonie 

and White City proposed interchanges.  There were numerous meetings to work on design op-

tions, criteria, open houses for public input and final updates.  The designs were chosen and 

submitted to the Ministry back in May 2011.  From that submission, the Ministry announced 

that the acceleration and deceleration ramps would be tendered for the White City and Bal-

gonie interchanges to assist in improving the sightlines on the highway and to ensure that the 

thru traffic can be identified more readily.  The construction commenced on the White City 

ramps but was halted due to drainage issues that needed to be addressed and when the crew 

went to move to Balgonie to start construction but the snow beat them to the location.  The 

construction for the White City and Balgonie ramps will commence in the spring and by next 

fall those intersections will be much improved over the current conditions. 

The committee (that worked on the planning study) is now challenged with getting the Ministry 

of Highways to place the entire project in the 5 year priority plan and start working on construc-

tion of all the recommended improvements.  The committee started this process a little over 

two years ago with statements that this stretch of highway from Balgonie to Regina is the busi-

est in the province on an overall basis for at a minimum the last ten years.  There hasnôt been 

any work done to improve the traffic flow and safety in that time frame and the time is now to 

complete those recommendations.  We will be meeting with the Minister in the near future and 

I will provide a further update from those meetings in the coming month or two. 

The second topic for this month is an update for residents on developments.  The last develop-

ment of significant size was approved by Council back in 2007.  Westview Holdings was grant-

ed approval to construct Herauf Street, the  remainder of Leibel Street, Wagman Bay and com-

plete Westview Drive to the west and intersect at Herauf Street.  The subdivision comprised of 

a total of 42 lots for development.  Westview Holdings as part of the subdivision was required 

to put in the underground infrastructure (water and sewer mains), provide fire hydrants, street  



 lights, curbs, gutter and pavement.  After this last subdivision approval, Balgonieôs total size 

increased to almost 600 residences and a population of approx. 2,000 residents.  In the case of 

any major subdivision, the costs for developing are borne by the developer.  In the past, our 

community has built subdivisions within our infrastructure capacity.  Since the 2007 subdivision 

was approved, Council has determined that anything more than 30-40 houses will require 

some increases in our capacity for services.  These costs for increases will be borne by the de-

velopers and not by the existing residences of the community.  At this time, the only reason 

Balgonie would need to increase capacity is for a developer to add to the community and that 

would include adding water, sewer, parks and other services needed for a community of that 

size.  The Town of Balgonieôs Council has received a subdivision application and Council has 

provided a fee structure and conditions to that developer.  The negotiations are ongoing rela-

tive to compensation for development.  As we move forward, there may or may not be further 

development as that will depend on the appetite of developers to provide the appropriate levels 

of infrastructure to meet the needs of the expansion they would propose.

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S.A.D.? 

I had been volunteering for several months helping a woman who came to Canada as a refugee begin to settle 
into her new life here.  She hadnôt told me much about her story and what it was that had forced her to leave her home 
and country in the first place.  When I asked, she told me she had a hard time talking about it.  I suggested to her that 
talking about those difficult things in our lives is part of the healing process.  So she began telling me about the frighten-
ing events that happened to her before she came to Canada.  As she was speaking she suddenly began to shiver vio-
lently.  She complained about being dizzy.  Her words were confused.  Then she started to hyperventilate and told me 
she was having trouble breathing.  Thatôs when I first saw what Post-traumatic Stress Disorder looks like first hand.  This 
woman clearly still needed time to let those feelings lie dormant in a closed dark part of herself, because to let them out 
at that point would simply have overwhelmed her. 

 
 When friends or family members are going through dark times in their lives and we can see how difficult it is for 
them we just want to grab them by the arms and pull them out of that dark pit.  But sometimes that dark pit is where peo-
ple need to be for a time. 
 
 Our time in the darkness is sometimes sending us a message and we need to hear it.  Depression, when it isnôt 
a physiological condition, can be telling us that there is something not quite right just now, and something needs to 
change.  It can, if we let it, be a catalyst for us to make some new decisions that need to be made in our lives. 
 
 These periods of darkness are almost always times when growth is happening in us.  We are learning new 
things about ourselves and about life- just as in the darkness, beneath the surface of the earth, the bulb is slowly grow-
ing and becoming and renewing its life.  
 

So what are we to do if someone we know is going through a dark night of the soul? 
 

 First of all, it is important for us to be a quiet presence with them so that they are reassured that they arenôt 
alone- that even though they feel like they are in a desert, they are not deserted.  Let that individual know that you are 
there if they need someone to talk to- and then listen.  Donôt judge.   Donôt think that they should be getting back to living 
again just because you think it is time.  Different people need different lengths of time to mourn and to heal.  Donôt rush 
them.  And unless their behaviour becomes extreme or worrisome, donôt panic.  These periodic lulls in life are perfectly 
normal. 
   
 What are you to do if youôre the one going through a dark night of the soul?  Donôt panic. 
It isnôt the end of the world, even though it might feel like it.  Pay attention to what your body and spirit are telling you.  
Donôt feel you have to fight against the darkness, but let it be.  Itôs doing the work it needs to do.  And donôt be afraid to 
ask for help.  Too many people think itôs a sign of weakness to ask for help- the truth is, it is a sign of weakness not to 
ask for help when you need it. 
 
 ñIn the beginning,ò the story goes, 
   éGod separated the light from the darkness, 
   and God named the light Day and the darkness 
   Night.  Evening passed and morning came- and 
   that was the first day. 
 
 Both the light and the darkness are part of Godôs good creation.  We will discover Godôs spirit doing its patient, 
nurturing work silently in the darkest parts of our lives, knitting up our souls and bodies to make us whole again.
