The regular council meeting was held on March 2nd.

Information was received that elections for the newly
restructured school divisions will be held on June
15", Information was also received regarding the
Southeast Regional Library usage statistics and
Municipal Rural Infrastructure grants. The 2005
policing levy has increased by over 12%, for a total
of $32,171.00. A further increase is scheduled for
2006.

Councilors and the administrator will attend the 100"

The administrator and one councilor will attend the
annual meeting of SAMA in Regina on April 14",
The annual spring ratepayers’ meeting will be held
on Friday April 1*.
