Report from the RM of South Qu’Appelle 
 
The regular meeting was held on December 7th. 
Several items of information were presented by the 
administrator. Information received from SAMA indicates that 
the total assessment of the municipality is $55 million. Approval 
has been received for an infrastructure grant for upgrading four 
miles of the Avonhurst grid. The Southeast Regional Library per 
capita levy has increased for 2006 to $8,004.42. The 911 
dispatch fees for 2206 remain unchanged at $1.27 per capita. 
The annual meeting of the Regina District of Rural 
Municipalities will be held on January 5th and 6th in Regina. 
Council members may attend. The office will be closed for the 
holidays on December 26th and 27th and on January 2nd. 
Salaries of all employees were set for 2006. The primary permit 
fee will remain at $50 for 2006. Ratepayers who haul primary 
weights are advised that it is in their own interests to obtain a 
permit. 
The RM will order 20 pails of the wet, pre-mixed gopher poison, 
which will hopefully be delivered early in the spring. A good 
supply of the dry poison is still available at the office. 
Two ratepayer delegations were in attendance for part of the 
meeting. The minutes of the Edgeley hamlet board were 
received. Also received was the building inspector’s report on 
the two nuisance properties in the hamlet. 
Various items of correspondence and information were received, 
including the SARM update, education tax correspondence, 
policing reports, various media releases and brochures.
