First off , let me wish everyone a Merry 
Christmas and a Happy New Year.  We are 
almost into 2010, the second decade of 
the 21st century.  It seems like the month 
of December was somewhat of a repeat 
from last year.  We had warmer than nor-
mal temperatures throughout November and 
then a dive into colder than normal by al-
most 20 degrees for most of the first half 
of the month.  After a brief respite before 
Christmas we were plunged right back to 
cold temperatures until almost the end of 
the year. 

 

The New Year will bring some new chal-
lenges to our community.  We will start by 
working out the results of the pump test on 
the new well location north and west of 
town.  These results will help us to secure 
a larger allocation of supply from the Sas-
katchewan Watershed Authority and will also 
assist us in determining what the treatment 
requirements will be for the new overall 
water sources that we will have.  The new 
well site looks promising from the initial 
results back from the pump test (which was 
72 hours long) and the clarity of the water 
looks good as well.  Stay tuned for further 
information throughout the coming months, 
and from a possible information session at 
the Multiplex in the first half of the year. 

 

The 2009 year saw a new election with a 
new term for Councillors – Vollman, Wag-
ner, Leib, Wagman and Campbell and the 
arrival of Councillor Younghans.  We said 
good bye to a nine-year veteran - Council-
lor Lemieux.  There were no new hires for 
inside or outside staff but we are looking to 
add some potential assistance for both ar-
eas.  There were more upgrades to the 
Multiplex with some wiring changes to hall, 
new outside doors that will seal better and 
have the auto locking bars instead of the 
home made ones that were in use.  There 
was some replacement of equipment for the 
outside staff with a wider cut mower, finish-
ing mower, a backhoe and other miscella-

neous items purchased.  The administra-
tion building is being updated with 
changes to the heating/cooling systems, 
changes to venting and redesign of rental 
office spaces.  The work is progressing 
nicely and looks really good.  The build-
ing is functioning better than in the past 
and should be easier to maintain. 

 

The last item for this month is to talk 
real quickly about snow removal.  This is 
after our first couple of major occurrences 
in December.  The outside staff work as 
quickly and efficiently as possible to clear 
the streets, back alleys and parking ar-
eas. They also clean the school areas 
and the Heritage Court parking lot.  
Overall they are quick and efficient and I 
would not trade our situation for anything 
in the surrounding areas.  The staff are 
very good at what they do and do a 
tremendous job.  I know I drove in the 
city two days after the snow fell and 
driving was still an adventure, but driving 
in our community was easy to do.  There 
are always issues with snow removal 
process but your input and feed back are 
welcome. 

 

The colder weather has made it tough on 
those who like to walk, snow mobile or 
perform other winter sports outdoors.  As 
you drive around town watch out for the 
kids who are bundled up extra tight or 
other pedestrians who cannot see as well 
and ensure you can react to any potential 
hazards.  For the snowmobile drivers, 
please remember that you are required to 
take a direct route in and out of town 
and that the snowmobiles still need to 
obey the traffic signs as you proceed out 
of town.  For other vehicles not licensable 
by SGI they should not be driven on 
town streets or back alleys as you can 
be fined by the R.C.M.P.  This again is 
not a town bylaw but provincial jurisdic-
tion. 

 

I will have more on the budget process 
in February’s column but for now have a 
safe New Year and stay warm.
