Report from the RM of South Qu'Appelle

The regular Council meeting was held on June 7". The
administrator reported on several matters of general
business. There is still a quantity of wet (strychnine)
gopher poison available from the RM office. Grants from
the Watershed Authority for channel clearing and beaver
control have been withdrawn.

Minutes were received of the Hamlet of Edgeley board
meeting and of the annual meeting of St. Joseph’s.
Council received notification that the 2006 mill rate for
the Prairie Valley School Division has increased by 1.5
mills to 19.75 mills. Information was received from the
Town of Qu’Appelle that the recycling bins will be
removed as of the end of June.

The SARM division meeting will be held in Kipling on
June 20" and councillors are authorized to attend.
Councillors, the administrator and the grader operators
will take a road tour on June 21,

An extra grader will be rented for three weeks as of
Monday June 12" and will be operated by the new
seasonal employee, in order to catch up with road
maintenance before mowing and gravelling begin.
Councillors identified several problem areas where
culverts need to be replaced and this work will be done as
soon as possible.

The administrator reported on information received at the
RMAA convention regarding pending changes to
legislation affecting RMs. As a result of recent action by
RMs withholding education taxes, proposed amendments
to the Municipalities Act include the following
provisions.

Boards of education will be permitted to charge interest
on funds not transferred; RMs will be required to make
monthly education tax remittance statements; individual
councillors will become liable for failure to transfer taxes;
the province may withhold or cancel grants and school
divisions may be given the authority to garnishee RM
accounts.

A by-law to close an unused road allowance was given
three readings and passed. One residential sub-division
and one commercial development permit were approved.
The weed inspectors reported that there are areas of leafy
spurge in the RM and it is hoped that some of the worst
areas can be sprayed. Residents are asked to call the RM
office if they see any patches of this weed on municipal
road allowances.

Two tenders for the proposed work on the Avonhurst grid
were received by the deadline. However, neither was
accepted as they were too high. The administrator will
advertise for further tenders to be considered at the July
meeting.

Various items of correspondence received included police
reports, information from the Regina-Qu’Appelle health
District, APAS and other miscellaneous newsletters and
magazines.

Here are a few suggestions to protect your
property while away on vacation.

Suspend weekly deliveries and monthly mail. Most
magazines, newspapers and even CD and movie clubs
will suspend mail for a couple of months. It’s
important to keep your mailbox free from filling up at
home so no one will see that you are gone. When it
comes to our mailboxes with Canada Post our local
postal workers will appreciate not having our boxes
overflow while we're away.

Set up timers for interior and exterior lights. It also
helps to have a radio come on and off at certain
times.
