Crime Statistics

Recently many people have asked about the state of
crime in Balgonie. The chart on the next page
shows the number of reports that the police
responded to during the first 90 days of 2005. When
we look closer, removing the false alarms, crime
prevention, assistance and other non-crime calls, we
see that there were about 31 reports, half of which
were vandalism.



Compared to our neighbors we do have more calls
and it seems that we have a specific problem with
mischief and property crime. But statistics, while
they are true, are not the whole truth. Numbers
don’t tell us who was involved in these incidents,
nor do we know about specific circumstances or
outcomes. Moreover, we don’t know how many of
these incidents could have been avoided by
employing simple home security strategies and/or
community-based crime prevention initiatives.

Every community in Saskatchewan has some crime.

The difference between communities where
residents feel uneasy and the communities where
people feel secure is the level to which community
members are involved in initiatives that seek to
make their community less vulnerable to crime and
also the level that they are involved in having a say
in the outcome of these events.

Over the next several months we will be
communicating with you in a number of ways to
help foster a community-wide discussion regarding
local crime and crime prevention. We hope that we
all will come to understand that our problem is not
unique, nor is it beyond our ability to deal with it
effectively. In the past our community has come
together to overcome all kinds of challenges to
improve our town. Now we hope to once again
come together to meet the challenge of making our
community as safe and secure as it can possibly be.

As your CJC we are here to serve you in the pursuit
of this goal. Let’s start having the conversation
together.
