RM of South Qu’Appelle Report for April 2006 
 
The regular council meeting was held on May 3rd.  
The administrator reported wet gopher bait is still 
available from the RM, at a cost of $68 per pail. 
Three building permit applications had been received in 
the last month, and all were approved. He also reported 
that new cell phones had been purchased for the 
employees and the Reeve, which have the new "walkie-
talkie" capabilities.  
One ratepayer attended to request the closure of a back 
road. This will be considered at the next meeting after the 
proper public notice has been given. Interviews were also 
scheduled for the vacant position of seasonal employee. 
Council decided to offer the position to one applicant, 
subject to satisfactory background and reference checks. 
Requests were received from the Town of Qu’Appelle 
and the Village of McLean for a contribution towards the 
cost of the recycling bins. Council approved grants in the 
same amount as last year. Also received was the McLean 
fire department budget for 2006. 
A by-law designating St. Thomas’ Church, Vernon, as a 
heritage property was given three readings and passed. A 
by-law extending the time for the completion of the 
assessment roll was also passed. This was necessary 
because the assessments were late in arriving from 
SAMA. The administrator advised that notices will go out 
only to owners of properties where there has been a 
change in assessment. 
Councilors reported on various items needed attention in 
their areas, such as missing signs and the condition of 
some roads. Council fixed a date in June for the annual 
road tour. 
Correspondence received included SARM updates; 
information from Government Relations regarding 
revenue sharing grants; policing reports; the 
Saskatchewan Centennial Report, and various other 
magazines and flyers.

From the Minister's Study 
Think about the harsh environment of a hockey rink:  
cold, hard ice surrounded by rigid boards.  The game 
itself, with sticks, pucks and skates all potential sources of 
danger, and players crashing into each other at high 
speed, is a recipe for mayhem.  No wonder violence 
erupts so easily. 
 
The Stanley Cup playoffs are well into their second round 
as I write this, and by the time you read it, the Conference 
finals will be nearing completion.  What makes players 
endure a grueling schedule of up to 28 games of intense 
playoff hockey following an 82-game regular season?  
What makes it all bearable, let alone enjoyable or 
satisfying? 
 
Players universally will answer that they make the 
supreme effort in quest of the Stanley Cup partly because 
it's hockey's Holy Grail.  Very few players make the 
National Hockey League and with 30 teams, very few 

NHL players have a good chance of getting their names 
on the cup.  But beyond playoff glory, what keeps most 
players going are each other.  Ultimately, they don't play 
for the rewards - not for money or their coaches or the 
fans or even the championship, but for their team-mates.  
Knowing that others depend on them when the going is 
toughest is the only motivation they need. 
 
Life can seem like hockey sometimes - a harsh 
environment full of potential sources of danger.  Maybe 
not physical danger, but uncertainty in various forms.  
What keeps us going are each other.  We need those on 
whom we can rely, and most importantly, we need others 
who rely on us.  Those in the medical community can 
confirm that patients in life-threatening situations are 
more likely to pull through if they sense that loves ones 
are depending on them.  If we know that we would be 
missed if we were gone, we're more likely to stick around.  
If we have only ourselves to live for, we lack the 
necessary motivation. 
 
If we seem to lack the necessary motivation to engage life 
in ways that are enjoyable and rewarding, maybe we've 
stopped living for others.  Maybe a disproportionate 
amount of our efforts is going to meet our own needs, 
satisfy our own demands, pamper our own desires.  It's 
not hard to find a way to contribute to others-it's as close 
as the nearest church, community organization, hospital, 
care facility or correctional centre-any place where 
volunteer help is needed.  Don't wait for life to get better 
before becoming involved.  Get involved and life will get 
better.

Preventing Substance Use  
and Injury in Youth 

 
On May 10, 2006 the Greenall Wellness Committee 
hosted, in partnership with the Regina Qu’Appelle Health 
Region, Prairie Valley School Division and the Balgonie 
First Responders/Fire Department, the first PARTY 
(Prevention of Alcohol and Risk related Trauma in 
Youth) Program in southern Saskatchewan. The PARTY 
program is a reality based interactive injury prevention, 
health promotion program for teenagers. The purpose of 
the PARTY program is to enable youth to recognize risk 
and make informed choices about substance use. 
 
Students from one grade ten Wellness class at Greenall 
High School in Balgonie experienced the one day 
PARTY. The students observed a mock car crash and then 
followed the painful path of the injured youth, the 
deceased youth and the impaired driver. Then the students 
were bussed to the Regina General Hospital and Wascana 
Rehabilitation Center where they listened to the following 
presentation: 
• RCMP on the legalities of impaired driving including 

graphic car crash slides 
• Emergency Nurse and toured the Emergency 

Department 
• Physiotherapist and Occupational Therapist on 

rehabilitation from a brain/spinal cord injury. The 
students conversed with two young men who were 
going thru rehabilitation and listened to a student 
from the University of Regina who survived a brain 
injury. 

• Pathologist and a tour of the morgue 
• The students had lunch at the Regina General 

Hospital and where all given a temporary disability to 
cope with while trying to each lunch i.e. eye patches, 
splints 

 
The day ended with a session on decision making by 
Lorie Herchuk Norris the Southern ABI Education and 
Prevention Coordinator and a debriefing by the Child and 
Family Support Worker from Prairie Valley School 
Division. 
To reinforce the messages from PARTY to the students 
Don Fitzsimmons, from Addiction Services, presented to 
the same Wellness class on May 12, 2006.
