There has been some discussion
on what type of development we
can allow to go ahead in the com-
ing year. We have constraints at
the elementary school, we have a
lagoon capacity of 2,500 people
and a current population of around
2,000. We are also in need of some
green space on the west side of
town which may be bundled with
the next development. There are
also aging recreation facilities that
will need to be replaced (curling
rink and swimming pool) along
with underground systems (water
and sewer) as well as the streets
All of

these items will make for interesting

and curbs requiring work.

PERMIT FEES

We would like to advise residents that Council passed a bylaw in January increasing our building permit
fees. The Council-approved bylaw then went to the Building Standards Office of the Government, and
this department approved our permit increases on March 24, 2010. Our new bylaw took effect on that
day. We have not had an increase in our fee schedule since 1998. From what Professional Building In-
spections were charging compared to what we were charging the customer; the town has been subsidizing
some permits for a few years now.

Remember that any development under 9 sq. metres does not require a permit.

Our new Bylaw #347/10 for building permits prices follows.
