Influenza: It Is Serious

Influenza is a serious respiratory illness, that can have
severe complications and even cause death. There have
been three pandemics in the last century in which many
lives were lost. Another pandemic will happen, the only
question is: When?

Immunization remains the best way to fight influenza.
The vaccine is safe, easily accessible and has very few
side effects. It can lower your chances of getting
influenza or, if you get influenza after being vaccinated
you will not be as sick.

The Regina Qu'Appelle Health Region will be holding
influenza vaccine clinics for high-risk individuals in
various locations throughout the region starting October
3, 2005. High risk individuals are those persons aged 65
and over, those diagnosed with chronic lung or heart
disease, diabetes, lowered immunity, cancer, kidney
disease or severe anemia. In addition, children or
adolescents on long-term ASA therapy are considered
high-risk.

Balgonie Flu Clinic is on Monday, October 3 from
9:30 am to 11:30 am at the Senior Citizens' Centre,
Pilot Butte Flu Clinic is on Tuesday, October 4 from
9:30 am to 12:00 at the Golden Sunset Club.

For clinic times and dates in Regina call 766-7700.

The 2005-2006 Influenza Program is quickly
approaching. This year Saskatchewan Health has
introduced a new program to provide Influenza
immunization, free of charge, for healthy children
between the ages of 6-23 months. Influenza vaccine will
be available from October 3, 2005 until February 28,
2006. A second dose is recommended a month after the
first dose for children who have never received influenza
vaccine before. Second doses will be available until
March 31, 2006. Children will be immunized (by
appointment), through Population and Public Health
Clinics. For more information or to make an
appointment please call_766-7533 for the Pilot Butte
Clinic and 771-2522 for the Balgonie Clinic.

From the Minister’s Study

I’m sure our hearts go out to those directly affected by
Hurricane Katrina in New Orleans and other gulf coast
communities in the United States. Gripping stories of danger,
loss and despair filled our airwaves, TV screens, newspapers
and magazines for weeks after the disaster. There were also
stirring tales of courage and generosity in the rescue and relief
efforts, some of them led by Canadian personnel dispatched to
the devastated areas.

In the midst of sympathy and admiration, | think we also felt a
sense of concern, even dismay at the breakdown of civic order
and social cohesion. Scenes of anarchy and violence are a
sobering reminder to us of the ultimate consequences of the
‘winner-take-all’ social and economic policies that have become
deeply entrenched in American society. The erosion of support
for public education over several decades means that little
investment is made in the future of millions of American
children and youth. A growing gap between rich and poor,
justified by pretentious rhetoric about ‘market forces’ and “free
enterprise’, has led to the development of a permanent
underclass with little hope and little stake in a civil society. As a
commentator on a recent radio program put it, the destitution
and poverty on display in New Orleans is not like the third
world, it is the third world—right in the middle of a major centre
in the world’s wealthiest nation.

‘Market forces’” and ‘free enterprise’ are not always the
benevolent, even-handed influences that their proponents often
claim. Rather, they tend to favour those who already have
considerable advantages and privileges. In Canada, we are
fortunate to have a greater sense of our collective responsibility.
But maintaining a society in which resources and opportunities
are shared more broadly takes commitment and vigilance. We
still have our pockets of poverty, and if anything they seem to be
getting deeper—an inexcusable situation, considering the wealth
of our land and its resources. Our economic life as a nation is a
profoundly spiritual matter, since it demonstrates whether we
really trust the giver of all good gifts to provide enough for each
of us.

Preventing Substance Use and Injury in Youth

On May 11, 2005 the Greenall Wellness Committee
hosted, in partnership with the Regina Qu'Appelle
Health Region, Qu"Appelle Valley School Division
and the Balgonie First Responded/Fire Department,
the first PARTY (Prevention of Alcohol and Risk
related Trauma in Youth) Program done in southern
Saskatchewan. The PARTY Program is a reality
based interactive injury prevention, health promotion
program for teenagers. The purpose of the PARTY
Program is to enable youth to recognize risk and
make informed choices about substance use.
Students from one grade 10 class from Greenall
High School experienced the full day session. The
students followed the painful path of an injury
survivor, a non-survivor and impaired drivers. First,
the students attended a mock car crash conducted by
Balgonie First Responders and Fire Department.
After, the mock car crash the students were bussed
into the Regina General Hospital where they listened
to presentation from the RCMP, an Emergency
Nurse, Physiotherapist, Occupational Therapist and
a Pathologist. From the Regina General Hospital the
students were bussed back to Greenall High School
where they listened to a powerful presentation done
by an injury survivor. The injury survivor that
presented to the students used to attend Greenall
High School. He spoke frankly about his injuries,
the events that lead to his injuries, his long recovery
and what his life is like now. The day ended with a
debriefing by Child and Family Support Workers.
The feedback from the students who attended the
day was very positive. Therefore, the Greenall
Wellness Committee is planning on implementing
this program at Greenall High School again next
year. The Greenall Wellness Committee is a
committee of parents, students, teachers, school
counselor and administrator, QVSD representatives,
Public Health Nurse and community members who
have an interest in improving the wellness of youth.
If you would like more information on this project or
on the Greenall Wellness Committee as new
members are always welcome.

Report from the RM of South Qu’Appelle

The regular monthly meeting was held on September 7 ™.
The administrator advised that rural municipal elections
for divisions 2, 4 and 6 will be held on November 2",
Nominations will open on October 5™ and close at 3 pm
on October 17™. Polling places were set at Avonhurst,
McLean and the RM office, and election officials
identified. An advanced poll will be held on October 28"
at the office.

As RM elections fall on the date of the regular council
meeting, this will be moved to November 4™, unless no
elections are necessary.

Submissions regarding the proposed new zoning by-law
will be heard at the council meeting on October 5" from
9.00 am to 11.00 am, after which the by-law will be
approved by council.

The administrator distributed to Council copies of the tax
enforcement list. One building permit application was
received and approved.

The minutes of the board meeting of the Hamlet of
Edgeley were received. The Edgeley curling rink was
closed down at the end of the last season. The curling club
has received an offer for the purchase of the building,
which is situated on lots owned by the RM. Council
agreed to transfer ownership of the lots to the prospective
purchaser at his expense.

Complaints have been received about weed infested land
and dilapidated buildings. The administrator outlined the
various options for dealing with these problems, and it
was agreed that the property owners will be contacted and
advised that further action is pending unless they deal
with the situations quickly.

Mowing of road allowances is proceeding, but is slow
because of the heavy wet grass.

Various items of correspondence were received including
the SARM update, crop reports, policing reports,
Government Relations annual report and the APAS
newsletter.

The SARM mid-term convention will be held in Regina
on November 8" and 9". On September 22™ the
administrator and one councilor will attend an
informational workshop regarding the new municipal act
which comes into force on January 1% 2006.

Never leave a burning candle unattended. Extinguish all
candles when you leave the room or go to bed. 1_St

e Use candleholders that are sturdy, won't tip over
easily, are made from a material that can’t burn,
and are large enough to collect dripping wax.

e Place candleholders on a sturdy, uncluttered
surface—away from edges and any place where
they could be knocked over by kids or pets.

e Keep candlewicks trimmed to one-quarter inch.

e Avoid using candles during a power outage.
Have flashlights and battery-powered lighting on
hand for emergency lighting.

Candles and kids

e Never leave a child unattended in a room with a
burning candle.

e Don't allow kids or teens to burn candles in their
bedrooms.

e Don't let kids play with candles or dripping wax —
or with materials that could catch fire near
candles.

This is also a good time to remind your
children of your home escape plan, or to make a
plan if you don’t already have one.

By now our children are back in school and also
getting back into extra-curricular activities. Keeping
our kids active is a challenge, but it is also an
important way to ensure their personal safety.
Recent statistics have shown that most school-aged
children and youth get into problems in the hours
between when school classes end and parents return
home from work. This afternoon window of
opportunity needs to be addressed so that our
children and youth can find creative and constructive
ways to spend their time. Enrolling your children or
youth in after-school programs can be an effective
way to deal with these issues for those of us who
must be at work until later in the evening.

As the daylight hours become shorter it becomes
more important to inspect and ensure that your
outdoor lighting is working properly. Also, this may
seem premature, but getting those Christmas lights
up on the roof before ice and snow make footing
treacherous is a good idea. By the time you read this
there will be only 11 or 12 weeks left until the
holidays.

Halloween should be a holiday of fun for children,

but every year there continue to be reports of

mischief, vandalism and injury that happen on

October 31%. There are several things you can do to

protect your property and family:

¢ Attend a party with your young children as
opposed to going out into the neighbourhood.

¢ Check out local malls as many of them have
made Halloween a family-friendly, fun evening
filled with entertainment and treats.

¢ Ensure that your children who will be going out
are properly dressed and have some reflective
material on their costumes and carry flashlights.
Masks should not hinder visibility.
