If you’re like me, you have a love-hate
relationship with fall weather.

The regular monthly meeting was held on September 6th.
The administrator advised that rural municipal elections for
divisions 1, 3,5 and the Reeve, and for the vacancy in
Division 2, will be held on November 1st.
