BALGONIE UNITED CHURCH 
From the Minister’s Study 
A few days ago while driving in the Qu’Appelle 
Valley, we stopped at a vegetable stand near 
Lumsden and picked up some sweet corn along 
with other garden produce.  The quantity, quality 
and variety of the goods at this simple roadside 
operation were truly impressive.   
 
Late summer is when we’re most aware of the 
bounty of nature, as gardens and fields yield their 
harvest.  As we drove along, combines were 
churning in field after field, reaping the crops for 
which the Prairies have become famous world-
wide. 
 
Amidst all this plenty, most of us feel that our food 
supply is quite secure.  As we push our cart 
through a grocery store, the sheer amount of food 
on display from floor to ceiling is astounding.  It 
often seems as if we have a limitless supply of 
food at our fingertips. 
 
Would you be surprised to discover that our food 
supply is not nearly as safe and secure as it seems?  
This is obvious when we consider some of the 
unpleasant facts about the way our food is 
produced and distributed: 

- The food in a typical meal consumed in a 
Canadian household comes from an 
average of 2500 kilometers away. 

- Growth hormones used in meat and 
poultry products may cause abnormalities 
in the people who consume them. 

- Raising animals in close confinement, 
including pigs, chicken and farmed fish, 
requires massive doses of antibiotics that 
may affect product safety and nutritional 
value. 

- Genetic modification, while being 
promoted as an answer to global hunger, 
may lead to irreversible environmental 
damage and loss of genetic diversity. 

 
Many interrelated factors contribute to this 
unsettling situation.  To name just a few:  
corporate domination of agriculture with the 
interests of shareholders placed above farmers or 
consumers, intensive and unsustainable farming 
methods, a ‘cheap food policy’ in place since the 
1940s in which farmers are not paid fair value for 
their crops and must rely on government subsidies 
and aid programs. 
 
 
 

 
 
What can we do?  We can increase our food 
independence and awareness by buying local and 
raising a garden, by reading labels and knowing 
what’s in our food.  We can support candidates for 
office, both provincial and federal, who support 
sustainable agriculture and farmer’s interests over 
‘agri-business’.  Buying produce from a roadside 
vegetable stand not only gives us an appreciation 
for the bounty of nature, it’s good for our food 
security and good for the environment.

Report from the RM of South 
Qu’Appelle 

Councillors and RM employees gathered at a 
barbecue on July 15th to present retired councillor 
Roger Koch with a gift and plaque in recognition 
of his 16 years of service to the RM. Also 
honoured was retired employee Bob Pridell. 
The regular council meeting was held on August 
2nd .  
The administrator reported that last month’s letters 
to landowners regarding infestations of noxious 
weeds had resulted in action being taken by all but 
one of the recipients.

GARBAGE BINS 
 
Our most recent vandalism with the garbage bins has brought 
the issue of replacement costs back to Council for discussion.   
 
On a number of occasions, the town has reminded residents to 
NOT put their bins out between 7:00 – 8:00 a.m. on the 
morning of which the garbage is being picked up.   
 
Due to the recent vandalism and the costs to the town residents 
through tax dollars associated with this vandalism, Council has 
passed a motion that unless the bin has been damaged by the 
Loraas driver; town residents will now be responsible for the 
cost associated with the replacement of their bin.
