From the Chair

You can certainly tell already that we are heading into fall. The evenings are a little cooler and shorter. This is
a time of year that I certainly like, along with spring, as the evenings cool off from the day time heat to make it
nice and comfortable. You can have open windows and enjoy the fresher air.

Well August was certainly a busy month but September will be busier. The kids are back in school by the time
you get to read this which means that everyone needs to be on the watch for vehicles, kids, etc. Some of the
kids will be excited to go back to school — whether that is to meet new friends, get reacquainted with their
friends from last year or coming to the school for the first time. The driving sheet is attached or available online
or at the office for any poor driving that you witness. We can only make any situation better by participating
and being part of the solution to change the behavior.

As a council we are still progressing on our research and planning for an additional water source to upgrade our
available quantity. The good news that we have so far is that the original wells 1 & 2 are still operating at the
same capacity and levels as when they were first put into production. The same can be said for well 3. This is
good news because it means that our current supply, with some changes, should provide a constant source for
years to come.

The speed bumps were put back out in June/July and there will be permanent ones (like the City of Regina has
on University Park Drive) put onto Main Street and possibly on Railway Street. We are looking at other options
for controlling traffic on a continual basis to ensure that the safety of residents is maintained. The road repairs
for this year will be done at the same time (and may be complete by the time you read this). There are lots of
areas that require work but we will need to be looking at underground works and road repairs in the near future
and work on replacing areas in the core part of town over an extended period. This planning will start once the
water planning is complete.

I would like to remind everyone that the transfer station is for use by the town residents who pay their taxes to
the town and help fund the operation of this facility. DO NOT hand your card out to friends or relatives for
their use. If the material placed at the transfer station does not belong there, and the card is linked to your
address, there is potential for a fine. Cards are monitored and cameras are watching! Also if you are moving to
a new residence (in Balgonie) please return your card to the town office and you will be issued a new card for
your new address. The cards are tied to the addresses not to the people. Remember to check your list as to
acceptable items (non treated wood, metal, grass and tree branches) and to take all other items, that don’t fit into
your curb rolling bins, directly to the Regina Regional Landfill. There will be large bins placed at the transfer
station for fall cleanup but when they are full and removed then any items you didn’t get to the bins should be
taken directly to the Regina Regional Landfill.

Last item for this month is a quick reminder that any issues you would like to discuss for operations of the town,
potential projects, recreation facilities or concerns should be brought to the town office in writing and signed.
That allows your council to debate and discuss the items and provide you with a response. We are here to serve
you and all the citizens of Balgonie. We are there because of you and your trust in us to do what is right for the
entire community. We are happy to listen and serve.
